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OVER 2,200 WOMEN GATHER AT CONFERENCE TO LEARN HOW TO BE RELEASED FROM STRESS, PAIN AND SHAME:
Nancy Leigh DeMoss Speaks at Oak Cliff Bible Fellowship’s 
“Desperate for Jesus” Conference, Hosted by Priscilla Shirer
DALLAS, JULY 28 – More than 2,200 women from 11 states gathered at Oak Cliff Bible Fellowship Church July 27-28 for the fifth annual “Desperate for Jesus” women’s conference. The theme was “Released!” based off Galatians 5:1 which states, “It is for freedom that we have been made free!” 

“God must let us die to our old self so that we can witness a personal resurrection,” said Dr. Tony Evans, senior pastor of Oak Cliff Bible Fellowship, during Friday evening’s opening remarks. “A lot of us are not released because we are trying to see before we believe in faith. Faith is acting like it is so, when it is not so, and believing it is so, because God said so.”

Hosted by Christian teacher, author and speaker Priscilla Shirer, the conference featured teaching and inspirations from Dr. Tony Evans, his wife Dr. Lois Evans, founder of the Pastors’ Wives Ministry, and special guest Nancy Leigh DeMoss, noted author of books that have sold over 1 million copies and host of the Revive Our Hearts and Seeking Him nationally-syndicated radio shows. Christian recording artists Babbie Mason and Anthony Evans provided a time of music and worship.
Building on the message of balancing personal commitments and spiritual surrender, Dr. Lois Evans challenged women to fill their lives with devotion without commotion. 

“Our service to Jesus should not fill our lives to such an extent that we have no time to learn from Him,” said Dr. Lois Evans. “You can be busy but dull. You must take a 10 minute break to sit at the Master’s feet. You need devotion to deal with the commotion.”
Throughout the conference, women were encouraged to raise the “white flag” and surrender the hardships and worry of their lives to Christ, saying “yes, Lord, yes” to the plans He has for them. Friday evening’s session focused on gaining true identity and freedom through Christ.

“Whatever [sin] is attached to your name, God wants to use it for your life message,” said DeMoss during the Friday session. “God can give you an identity change and make you a new person but only when you repent and believe the Gospel.”
With a crowd of women from all ages, races, denominations and backgrounds, DeMoss continued Saturday with a message about devotion to Christ.

“You don’t know when the storms will come in your life,” DeMoss said about keeping a daily devotional time with God. “You can’t say, ‘Let me get my footing first.’ If you don’t have a firm foundation, your house will fall.”

During an afternoon panel discussion, conference participants enjoyed heart and humor insights from DeMoss, Mason and Drs. Tony and Lois Evans, who tackled attendees’ sometimes difficult questions on everything from marriage to ministry to motherhood.  
DeMoss closed the conference with one last message of inspiration and a challenge to take what was learned on the mountaintop into the real world.
“Hurriedness is a spiritual enemy,” DeMoss said. “Either you are walking through a valley, in a valley, or coming out of a valley. It is the fact, not the feeling, of God’s presence when you leave this place and return home that will take you out of the valleys.”
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
